I read it between 45 minutes and 1 hour everyday, and I learn something from this book that I didn't

know previously almost everyday! I came close to giving it 5 stars, but the book is too extensive and

thorough if you can believe that. In other words, it is impossible to learn the hundreds of

grammatical rules and colloquialisms and modern-day usages that are contained in this book, even

if you ARE a native speaker! My only quarrel with the book is that it sometimes gives examples by

using German sentences but then does not translate the sentence into English, which defeats the

purpose of providing the example as one cannot learn from the example if he doesn't know the

meaning of the sentence.

I love this book with all my heart. I'm doing German as a second major and it tells me everything I

wanted to know and more. I've done really well in my classes referencing this book. I can see why

some people may not like it though, it has very long descriptions of why the grammar rule is the way

it is, but for me, that is perfect because more information helps me to remember.

The

references are easy to use and look up, and the explanations are clear. I would definitely

recommend this book to any student of German or anyone who is attempting to read or teach

themselves German, seeking a grammar reference.

Although it gives a

great understanding, a LOT of studying is involved (the material can be a bit tricky). I'm hoping to

become somewhat fluent by the end of this book, which may take me a year or so. If you're in the

process of learning German, definitely pick this book up! It will help you immensely.
