Electric tattooing as we

know it today was invented inÂ New York City at the turn of the 19th century. In the firstÂ days of

American tattooing, tattoos were primarily wornÂ by sailors and soldiers, outlaws and outsiders. The

visualÂ language of what came to be known as â€œtraditional tattooingâ€•Â was developed in those

early days on the BoweryÂ and catered to the interests of the clientele. CommonÂ imagery that

soon became canon included sailing ships,Â women, hearts, roses, daggers, eagles, dragons,

wolves,Â panthers, skulls, crosses, and popular cartoon charactersÂ of the era. The first tattooists

also figured out that usingÂ bold outlines, complimented by solid color and smoothÂ shading, was

the proper technique for creating art on aÂ body that would stand the test of time. In the over

100Â years since then, techniques and styles have evolved, andÂ the customer base has

expanded, but the core subjectÂ matter and philosophy developed at the dawn of electricÂ tattooing

has persisted as perennial favorites through theÂ modern era. While most tattoos are inherently

ephemeral, transportedÂ on skin until the death of the collector, a visual recordÂ exists in the form

of tattoo flash: the hand-painted sheetsÂ of designs posted in tattoo shops for customers to

selectÂ from. Painted and repainted, stolen, traded, bought andÂ sold, these sheets are passed

between artists through oneÂ channel or another, often having multiple useful lives in aÂ variety of

shops scattered across time and geography. TheÂ utility of these original pieces of painted art has

made itÂ so that original examples can still be found in use or up forÂ grabs if you know where to

look. Vintage Tattoo Flash draws from the personal collectionÂ of Jonathan Shawâ€”renowned

outlaw tattooist andÂ authorâ€”and represents a selection of over 300 pieces ofÂ flash from one of

the largest private collections in existence.Â Vintage Tattoo Flash spans the first roughly 75Â years

of American tattooing from the 1900s Bowery, toÂ 50s Texas, through the Pike in the 60s and the

developmentÂ of the first black and grey, single-needle tattooingÂ in LA in the 70s. The book

lovingly reproduces entirelyÂ unpublished sheets of original flash from the likes of BobÂ Shaw, Zeke

Owen, Tex Rowe, Ted Inman, Ace Harlyn, EdÂ Smith, Paul Rogers, the Moskowitz brothers, and

many,Â many others relatively known and unknown.

whorehouse philosopher, legendary tattoo master, and notorious innovator and creator of



underground art. Shaw was born in NY to big band legend Artie Shaw and movie star Doris

Dowling, and was raised in LA where he learned to tattoo on the legendary Pike boardwalk from

old-school California masters. After running with the likes of Jim Morrison, the Manson Family, and

Charles Bukowski, he fell prey to heroin addiction and a life of crime. He finally left 1970s Hollywood

to travel the world and founded Fun City, the first street tattoo shop in NYC since tattooing was

decriminalized in the 1960s.
