She swims to another island, and there she meets A A Makaha,
who is a son of the king. How she fares in a childless marriage and tries to gain the trust of the
people, despite being the daughter of a rival king, adds to the suspense and intrigue. Author Linda
Ballou writes beautifully and the pages of this book are filled with such vivid descriptions of the

culture and imagery of old Hawaii that the effect of the writing is believable and compelling.

Ano Ano (the seed) for Wai-nani - A Voice from Old HawaiiA A took root in my heart thirty years
ago when | lived on the north shore of Kauai.A A | became smitten with the great personage of
Ka’ahumanu, the childless bride who was the favorite wife of Kamehameha the Great.

infractions. Writing the story of this empowered woman, mostly overlooked by western historians,
became a beautiful obsession. Readers of Wai-nani are amazed at the authentic detail and depth of
my research. | went to most of the places described in my book, including the sacred Waipio Valley
now closed to overnight stays. | hiked across the smoldering floor of Iki Crater in Volcano National
Park, and spent hours in The Place of Refuge on the Big Island trying absorb the mana of the
ancestors. | read old and new chronicles on Hawaiian history, spent hours at Bishop Museum and
hired a Hawaiian scholar to read my manuscript. In short, | did everything in my power to stay true

to the culture and re-create an authentic portal into a world that is lost to us now.
